The identity of the disciples

"These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, Simon (who is called Peter) and his
brother Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John; Philip and Bartholomew;
Thomas and Matthew the tax collector; James son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; Simon
the Zealot and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him." Matt 10:2-4

- Peter is always mentioned first

- Three groups of four members
= Group 1 — Peter, Andrew, James and John
=  Group 2 — Philip, Bartholomew (or Nathaniel), Thomas and Matthew
= Group 3 — James, Thaddeus, Simon the zealot, Judas Iscariot

- Each group contains DECREASING amount of information
- Each group listed in decreasing INTIMACY to Jesus

(#1) "As the time approached for him to be taken up to heaven, Jesus resolutely set out
for Jerusalem. And he sent messengers on ahead, who went into a Samatritan village to
get things ready for him; but the people there did not welcome him, because he was
heading for Jerusalem. When the disciples James and John saw this, they asked, “Lord,
do you want us to call fire down from heaven to destroy them?” But Jesus turned and
rebuked them, and they went to another village." Luke 9:51-56

(#2) "Then the mother of Zebedee’s sons came to Jesus with her sons and, kneeling
down, asked a favor of him. “What is it you want?” he asked. She said, “Grant that one
of these two sons of mine may sit at your right and the other at your left in your
kingdom.” “You don’t know what you are asking,” Jesus said to them. “Can you drink the
cup | am going to drink?” “We can,” they answered. Jesus said to them, “You will indeed
drink from my cup, but to sit at my right or left is not for me to grant. These places belong
to those for whom they have been prepared by my Father.” When the ten heard about
this, they were indignhant with the two brothers."
